Campus:
ACC’s main campus is located on 690
acres in Alpena, MI, next to Lake 
Huron. The Oscoda Campus is 
in Oscoda, MI, approximately 50 
miles south.

• 	33% are residents of the ACC service area, 
	 which includes Alcona, Alpena, Iosco, 
	 Montmorency, and Presque Isle counties;
