DON’T FALL FOR A GIFT CARD SCAM

HUNTLEY Gift cards are a convenient and popular present for our loved
ones. Unfortunately, they have also become a popular way
of scamming people out of their money. Please remember:
gift cards are for gifts, not for payment.

Gift card scams have many variations. The scammers can hack email
addresses and phone numbers to make it appear they are a
government agency, a large company or even a friend or family
member. Scammers may claim to be the IRS demanding back taxes, a
law enforcement agency demanding bond, or a retailer demanding
payment for an order. They will continue to change their tactics and use
any means necessary to get your money. It can be hard to keep up with
all the scams out there, but one important thing to remember is that gift
cards cannot ever be used to pay bail, taxes or court fines.

If anyone contacts you asking for any kind of payment via gift
card, you should immediately suspect it is a scam. Hang up the
phone and contact the agency/company directly instead of purchasing
gift cards.
