§ 34.01  RATE OF WAGES FOR WORKERS IN THE CONSTRUCTION   
     OF PUBLIC WORKS 
 
 (A)  To the extent and as required by “An Act regulating wages of laborers, mechanics, 
and other workers employed in any public works by the state, county, city, or any public works,” 
approved June 26, 1941, as amended, the general prevailing rate of wages in this locality for 
laborers, mechanics, and other workers engaged in the construction of public works coming 
under the jurisdiction of the Village is hereby ascertained to be the same as the prevailing rate of 
wages for construction work in the Kane and McHenry County area as determined by the 
Department of Labor of the State of Illinois from time to time, a copy of that determination being 
available for public inspection at the office of the Village Clerk and incorporated herein by 
reference. 
 
 (B)  As required by the Act, any and all revisions of the prevailing rate of wages by the 
state Department of Labor shall apply to any and all public works construction undertaken by the 
Village.  The definition of any terms appearing in this subchapter which are also used in the 
aforesaid Act shall be the same as in the Act. 
 
 (C)  Nothing herein contained shall be construed to apply the general prevailing rate of 
wages as herein ascertained to any work or employment except public works construction of the 
Village to the extent required by the Act. 
(Prevailing Wage Ordinance approved annually in June) 
 
§ 34.02  VILLAGE TO BE REIMBURSED FOR EXPENSES 
 
 (A)  Any expense billed to a property owner and/or developer, for expenses incurred by 
the Village for which another party is responsible to reimburse the Village, remaining unpaid for 
a period of 30 days, shall collect interest at the rate of 1 ½ % per month until the bill is paid. 
 
 (B)  The Board shall notify all parties currently owing the Village money for service 
provided at their behalf, that they will also be charged interest at the rate of 1 ½ % per month on 
any outstanding sums owed to the Village.
