The Planning and Zoning Commission met at 5:30 p.m. at the Harris Community Center, 401 North Alexander Street.
Commission members who were present: Chair Brett Baggerly, Vice Chair Dave Covington, Nichole Fischer, Zachary
Krueger, Quinton Locklin, David Jarratt, and Alton McCallum. The following members were absent: Luke Potts and Joshua
Knowles. The following staff members were present: Director of Planning Bob van Til, Planner Tina Moore, Planning
Administrator Melinda Brice, and IT System Analyst Alex Munger.

1. Call To Order.

Chair Brett Baggerly called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Invocation — Commission Member David Jarratt gave the Invocation.
Pledge of Allegiance — Chair Brett Baggerly led the Pledge.

2. Public comments. (Audio 00:00)
There were no public comments.
3. Consider approval of minutes from the previous meeting. (4udio 00:15)

Commission Member Zachary Krueger motioned to approve minutes from March 21, 2023, meeting, seconded by
Commission Member Nicole Fischer. The motion passed with 7 ayes and 0 nays.

4. Z-23-09 Hold a public hearing and consider a zoning change from Agricultural (A) and Single Family-1 (SF-1)
Residential District to Light Industrial on approximately 51.341 acres located at 849 Elm Grove Spur, at the
southeast intersection of ElIm Grove Spur and Capitol Way. (Audio 00:33)

City Planner Ms. Moore presented the staff report.

Chair Brett Baggerly opened the public hearing.

Cynthia Hernandez, BEDC Executive Director, and applicant spoke in favor of this change. She stated that the property
on the future land use plan (FLUM) doesn’t show light industrial, but because there is industrial in the area we do feel

like it is a natural extension of the existing industry that is there now.

Commission Member David Jarratt made a motion to approve Z-23-09 as presented. The motion was seconded by Vice
Chair Dave Covington. The motion passed with 7 ayes and 0 nays.

City Planner Ms. Moore presented the staff report.
Chair Brett Baggerly opened the public hearing.

Vice Chair Dave Covington wasn’t in favor of going straight to Commercial-2 District and would rather it go to
Commercial-2 District with a PD.

Design Standards Type Area 4:

The projected growth for Type Area 4 is primarily commercial, retail, and neighborhood
service uses with higher design standards as they are gateways to other areas.

Background/Case Summary

The site currently has a warehouse/mini storage facility with outside storage for boats and
recreational vehicles on it.

This rezoning request provides an appropriate zoning district for the current use of the
property.

This property and the surrounding area were annexed in January 2009 and zoned
Agricultural per the adopted annexation policy. According to BellCad, the existing warehouse
structures were constructed in 2010. The City has no record of a building permit for the
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existing structures, but an electrical permit was issued for a temporary power pole for this
address. The structures may have been under construction when the property was being
annexed.

The existing structures are considered non-conforming. They do not meet the current
setbacks, parking, and design standards. As a non-conforming structure normal repairs and
maintenance are permitted. However, future expansions will have to comply with adopted
City standards. Additionally, in case of a natural disaster or a fire that destroys more than
60% of the reasonable value of the property, replacement structures will need to comply with
the adopted standards. If the destruction is less than 60% of the value of the property,
reconstruction is allowed but the size cannot be expanded. However, the requested rezoning
will assist the owner with possible future improvements to the property.

Project Analysis and Discussion

Existing Conditions: The surrounding uses are:

Direction Zoning Use

North Agricultural Detached single-family home.
South Agricultural Detached single-family home
East Agricultural Detached single-family home
West Agricultural Detached single-family home

Allowable Land Uses: The proposed zoning change would allow for the existing mini-storage
facility and outdoor storage of boats and recreational vehicles, and other C-2 related
activities.

Area & Setback Requirements: The subject lot exceeds the minimum area requirement for
the C-2 District, which requires a minimum lot size of 5,000 SF, a minimum width of 50’, and
a minimum depth of 100°. This lot is over 39,000 SF and meets the minimum area
requirements. However, the existing buildings do not meet the required setbacks.

Water and Wastewater:

This property is within the Dog Ridge Water Supply Corporation Certificate of Convenience
(CCN) service area. There are also no City sewer lines nearby. There is also no fire
protection at this location. According to the owner, wet utilities are not necessary for their
current operation. For future expansion, the applicant will need to provide fire protection to
the site. Should wastewater be needed in the future, the applicant will be required to obtain
approval from the Bell County Public Health Department to install an on-site septic system.

Rattlesnake Trail

This property is accessed via Rattlesnake Trail, which is a privately maintained gravel road.
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Recommendation

At the April 18, 2023 meeting, the Planning and Zoning Commission unanimously
recommended postponing this item to allow for reclassification to a Planned Development —
Commercial -2 Zoning District to allow for a mini-storage use and prohibit other intrusive C-2
uses, citing concerns with residential adjacency.

At this juncture, the applicant has not resubmitted for the recommended zoning classification.
Staff recommends that this item be postponed until the applicant submits a new application
for the recommended Planned Development - Commercial-2 Zoning District.

This property was annexed into the city limits in 2006 and zoned Agricultural at that time.

The applicant recently applied for a building permit to remodel the interior of the existing office
building, which was originally constructed in 1985, and is now a non-conforming structure per
Zoning Ordinance Section 46, Nonconforming Uses and Structures.

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The building does not meet current setbacks and design standards. As a non-conforming
structure normal repairs and maintenance are permitted. The remodeling triggered the need
for a zoning change. Staff requested that the applicant submit a zoning change application to
bring the property into compliance with the zoning ordinances. The zoning change will also
prepare the owner for any future expansions or buildings.

A subdivision plat is currently not required as the applicant does not intend to subdivide the

property into separate lots. Future buildings may require a subdivision plat and the extension
of water or wastewater services.

There are currently no City water or wastewater services at this location. The current building
has an existing septic system. Domestic water service is provided by Dog Ridge WSC. Future
buildings or expansion of the existing building will require provisions for fire protection as there
are no fire hydrants or adequate water pressure for firefighting purposes.

Case Summary

This final plat proposes a one-block, one lot for commercial retail/office development. The plat
proposes public improvements including off-site water and sewer utility extensions and
sidewalks on both Interstate 14 Frontage Road and West Avenue O.

Project Analysis and Discussion

This lot is zoned Commercial Highway (CH) and the proposed lot and development plans
satisfy the zoning requirements.

Water: This property is located within the City of Belton Certificate of Convenience and
Necessity (CCN). The applicant plans to connect to an existing 6” water line east of the
property. This will be adequate for fire protection. The water line will be extended to the
adjacent western property owner.

Sewer: This is located within the City’s Wastewater CNN. An off-site extension is proposed
west of the lot to connect to an 8” sewer main. The sewer line will be extended to the adjacent
eastern property owner.

Access: Access is provided from both Interstate 14 and West Avenue O.

Streets: Interstate 14 Frontage Road is north of this site and is a TxDOT facility. The applicant
received an approved Driveway Facilities on Highway Right of Way Permit from TxDOT for the
proposed sidewalk and driveway access.

West Avenue O is a major collector roadway. It requires 80’ of right of way (ROW) and 44’ -
56’ of pavement. There is currently 120’ of ROW and 42’ of pavement. No perimeter street
improvements are required.

Sidewalks: A 6’ sidewalk is required along Interstate 14 Frontage Road. A 5 sidewalk is
required along West Avenue O, which they will construct.

Drainage: Topography and drainage have been reviewed by staff. The civil construction plans

and pre- and post-drainage calculations are under review with minor comments to be
addressed by the applicant.

Parkland Dedication/Fee: Parkland fees are not applicable to commercial developments.

Recommendation

Recommend approval of the final plat for the West Avenue O Professional Center.
