Present: Commissioners: Chairperson Robert Coughlin, Betsy Artz, Maurice Groce, David
Moore 11, Clarkston Morgan, Jessica Ann Tyson (8:45) and Mayor Stephen C.N. Kepley. Also
present: Finance Director Keyla Garcia, City Clerk Dan Kasunic, and City Deputy Administrator
Shay Gallagher.

COMMENTS OF THE MAYOR REGARDING THE PROPOSED GENERAL FUND
BUDGET.

Mayor Kepley stated many code changes with many items being moved to different department
codes. Mayor Kepley stated the Property and Building Fund transfer had reduced this year over
prior years.

Finance Director Garcia provided an overview and noted there will be a recommended adoption
to the City Commission of the proposed FY 2024-2025 budget with the final approval at a May
meeting. She stated the budget reflects an assumption the Police and Fire Millage passed. She
noted the Drain Fund is empty and general funds will be transferred in to reflect costs involved
with drains and the City will be a pass through for ARCH grant money for the schools.

The Committee reviewed the following departmental budgets with their representatives.

Library-Kiosha Jeltema.
-Noted a need for replacement of chairs and tables.
-spoke of their translation serves for the many languages used.

Planning-Community Development Director Terry Schweitzer and Lisa Golder.
-implementation of the crosswalk program.
-discussion with representative for development of Patterson Farm 140 acres.
-Needing a housing assessment study done for next year’s Planning Commission Master
Plan. This item is under the EDC budget.

City Assessor-Andy Johnson.
-the department has gone paperless, with all record cards being digitized.
-E-filing for personal property. (only a few municipalities in the state)
-adding certification for verifying addresses within the city.

Human Resources Director- Heather Visco.
- noted high turnover rate.
-continue implementing IDEA items.
-explained the RX program for expensive drugs and the saving.



-reviewing software for time-attendance to move away from BS&A.
-will be looking for input of the Wellness Program.

Engineering & Inspections-Jim Kirkwood.
-Noted the addition of a Rental Inspector, who has reduced the non-compliant properties
to 165.
-continue to work on finding properties using it as short-term rentals and correcting the
violators.
-averaging 33 inspections a day.
-R-O-W permits have doubled over five years ago.
-two interns will be working over the summer on stormwater items.
-spoke of designs for Paul Henry Trail and traffic circle for Shaffer and 36" Street.

Parks & Recreation Department-Director Val Romeo and Deputy Director Spencer McKellar.
-Staffing change with the posting for a Business Development Manager in May.
-receiving a 4% administrative fee for pass through of the ARCH Grant Program.
-will begin the Capital Campaign for fundraising for the Community Center.

- the department runs 400 programs and 55 events a year.
-postage will be tracked for the department.

Treasurer-Laurie Sheldon
- contractual services will increase because of armor service.
-increase for education and training.
-Kentwood will do the striking process for all of Kent County.

Information Technology-Matt Anderson.
-No staffing changes.
-upgrades in VMWare and servers.
-obtaining a consultant for the phone servers.

Court-Judge Amanda Sterkenburg and Court Administrator Michele White.
-possible decrease in revenue because of state law changes affecting collections.
-added newly created Domestic Violence Court with grant approval.
-Sobriety Court is grant funded and continues to have increased need.

Fire-Chief Brent Looman and Deputy Fire Chief Mike Hipp.
-if millage passes, staffing and salary, wages will change.
-continue to receive smoke alarms from the state.
-will begin to change from gas powered tools to electric.
-increase in cost of turnout gear.
-increase in contractual services to be NFPA compliant for physicals.
-adding tablets and I-pads for efficiency.

Police Department-Police Chief Litwin.
-Continue to fill vacancies, noting having added 13 new officers, and promoting 4 new
Sergeants, and one new Captain.

-four new certifications for safe drinking water, three certifications for fertilizer
application and three certifications for Arborist.

-change over to battery powered chain saws.
-proposed staff increase of three FTE, two for custodial for Justice Center to be in-house.
One for change of supervisors from one to two for street drains, parks and grounds.
-increase in budget for cleaning with being in-house.

-Big shuffle of accounts with only certain items remaining in the general account, such
as: legal, cable franchise, phone MML.
-account 101-101 will be only for City Commission expenses.

City Clerk Office/Elections- City Clerk Dan Kasunic.

-reimbursement for the Feb Presidential Primary election.

HOUSING TOOLS AND DISCUSSION:

Deputy City Administrator Gallagher, Economic Development Planner Golder and
Mayor Kepley informed the committee of the new public acts to help redeveloped
properties for residential housing commonly called a Brownfield development and
attainable housing exemption and the resulting effects it may have on the city of taxes
and housing.

CHARTER DISCUSSION:

City Attorney Sluggett explained the clock for replacing Commissioner Groce will not
begin until he has formally resigned his seat. Commissioner Groce stated he is willing to
continue as commissioner until he must vacate his house in Kentwood. Mayor Kepley
informed the committee they will then need to accept all applications and do interviews
then second interviews as they reduce the number of applicants but must come to a
decision within the 45-day required window or have a special election.

COURT DISCUSSION AND REVIEW:

Mayor Kepley provided a spreadsheet reflecting costs over the years on the district court
costs and revenues. Posing several questions that will need to be answered including
options available to the city to aid in reducing costs. Mayor Kepley did note the current
funding of the court from the general fund had reduced the savings the city would have
been able to put into the Property and Building Fund from 1.5 million to zero.

COMMUNITY CENTER UPDATE:

Deputy City Administrator Gallagher and Mayor Kepley informed the committee the
initial cost to build the planned Community Center came in at 10-15 million over the
expected cost, and they have since reduced the size of the building, rooms and
landscaping. This reduced the expected cost to $28 million but the millage will not cover
the building in the expected timeline needed. This continued into a discussion on the

capital campaign needed to provide the funding with the Mayor explaining the vision on
how to achieve the funding needed. Staff spoke on a side note of a proposed county hotel
tax that may provide aid in some city projects.

UPCOMING ORDINANCE AND INITIATIVES:
Mayor Kepley and staff informed the committee of an on-going study involving the deer
population and traffic safety and what may need to be done.

They spoke of a current problem regarding obnoxious odors and how to address the issue
and requested the City Attorney to review a proposed ordinance.

Staff spoke of dead trees on public properties and how the public could become involved
in using the cut trees.

Staff spoke of a facilities policy pertaining to public spaces, and community events,
parades and campaigning and how and what happens on city property. Staff will bring
before the committee for review.

Staff spoke of Public Act 233 that involves renewable energy and how the state control
removes local controls and what the city would like to achieve using renewable energy.
Noting the retrofit of lighting in city buildings to reduce energy consumption.

Staff informed the committee of contractors who will be hooking up cable for Metronet

to homeowners, concerns with the planned development of 57 homes on Wing Avenue
and an upcoming meeting regarding Patterson Farm property.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:16 a.m.

TO ADOPT THE FY 2024-2025 GENERAL FUND AND SPECIAL REVENUE FUNDS BUDGETS, AND
TO MAKE APPROPRIATIONS THEREFORE, AND CITY OPERATING MILLAGES

WHEREAS, Chapter 7 of the City Charter and Public Act 2 of 1968, the Uniform Budgeting and
Accounting Act, as amended, requires: That the Mayor, as chief administrative officer, submit a
recommended budget to the City Commission; that a public hearing be held on the recommended budget;
that the City Commission by resolution adopt a budget for the next fiscal year, make an appropriation of
money needed therefore, and designate the sum to be raised by taxation; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor has submitted a recommended budget and a public hearing has been held;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED in conformity with the City Charter and applicable state law, that
the budgets attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference are hereby considered and adopted, with
General Fund expenditures to be administered at the department level and Special Revenue Funds
expenditures to be administered at the fund level, as the budget of the City of Kentwood to cover the
operations and expenditures thereof for the fiscal year from July 1, 2024 to June 30, 2025.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the sum of $32,423,113 be raised by taxation by the levy of 12.3121
mills for operations on the taxable value of all real and personal property in the City, as follows:

Police & Fire Millage Fund 6.1101 mills 16,090,287
Police & Fire Millage Fund-2024 1.9500 mills 5,135,198

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that at the end of the fiscal year ending June 30, 2024, in the event that
unexpended appropriations exist in the General Fund, the Finance Director, with the written approval of the
Mayor, is authorized to transfer some or all of the funds from the unexpended appropriations to the Property
and Building Fund.

TOPIC: 2024 Street Resurfacing and Annual Routine Maintenance Program

ACTION REQUESTED: It is requested that the City Commission approve a 2024 Street Resurfacing and
Annual Routine Maintenance Program at a total cost not-to-exceed $1,388,350 (including a 10%
contingency), with the FY24 and FY25 Major and Local Street Fund budgets.

BACKGROUND: In accordance with the City’s Asset Management Plan, we strive to maintain streets at the
right time and affordable costs, to prevent larger future expenses. The proposed 2024 resurfacing and
maintenance program continues that trend, with 4.78 lane miles of major streets and 19.83 lane miles of
local streets scheduled for surface treatments, covering 6.5% of the City.

Pavement management decisions are made following industry principles based on the compilation of hard
data (PASER ratings) obtained each year from the Grand Valley Metro Council. Kentwood continues to have
the highest-rated roads in the region.

The map accompanying this memo identifies the streets that will receive a maintenance application of at
least one of the following processes: slag and fog seal (a type of chip seal, used on major and industrial
streets), cape seal (micro-surfacing placed over a chip seal, on local streets), joint repair (a micro-surfacing
technique to extend the life of major streets), and overband crack sealing. The City will piggyback the Kent
County Road Commission (KCRC) contract with Strawser Construction for these services.

Hot mix asphalt (HMA) patching and routine pavement marking of all City streets are required as part of this
annual program. A City 2024 competitive bid process was undertaken for the HMA patching work. Staff

Shoring Box

ACTION REQUESTED: Itisrequested that the City Commission authorize the purchase of safe
excavation trench shoring box equipment from Pro-Tec Equipment at a cost of $16,567, using
funds from the FY24 Water and Sewer Funds budgets.

BACKGROUND: Excavations are routine in the operations of the Public Works Department.
Ensuring staff safety while performing these excavations is of the utmost importance and required
by law.

OSHA standards for trenching and excavation operations at depths of more than five feet require
installation of protective systems and trench inspections before workers can perform excavations
safely. Failing to install trench protection systems exposes staff to the risk of cave ins from the
surrounding soil, which can weigh many thousands of pounds.

Current operations call for staff to use alternative
safe excavation methods such as benching and BID TABULATION - TRENCH BOX
sloping.

underground utilities. For such cases, trench shoring box equipment is critical for employee safety.
Utilization of a trench shoring box will also provide the City the added benefit of material and
labor savings.

The requested equipment, carefully selected by staff, includes one set of side panels, two sizes of
end panels (to allow for flexibility with underground utilities), adjustable spreader bars, lifting
rings, and a nylon lifting sling. This equipment will be stored and easily transported on an existing
Public Works trailer for quick jobsite access, as needed.

Three competitive quotes were solicited from local vendors. Pro-Tec Equipment, the lowest bid,
is recommended.

ACTION REQUESTED: It is requested that the City Commission authorize the Mayor to enter into a
contract for hydro-excavation of water services with Plummer’s Environmental in an amount not-to-
exceed $132,650 (including a 10% contingency), with funds from the Water Fund budget.

BACKGROUND: In March, the City Commission approved a city-wide project to identify water
service materials, primarily through hydro-excavation of water services, in order to meet a Michigan
Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy Drinking Water and Environmental Health
Division (EGLE) mandate requiring all water services around the state be verified and recorded.

Over three hundred random water service line locations within the distribution system will be
characterized and recorded through hydro-excavation, or potholing.

As a reminder, three points of physical verification are required for each service line (see rendering
above). Physical verification methods include potholing at locations 2 and 3 and an in-home
inspection at location 1. The material observed for each point described will be recorded. The
resulting information will be reported to EGLE and transferred to the Regional Geographic
Information System (REGIS) system database.

As this right-of-way is
shared equally by the Cities of Kentwood and Grand Rapids, Kentwood 1s taking the lead role in
the project and will be reimbursed by Grand Rapids for fifty percent of all local share costs of the
project, except for $8,700 in millings to be transported to our DPW property. The local share of
the construction is estimated at $180,300, including a 10% contingency, to be paid from the FY25
Major Street Fund (Act 51) budget.

BACKGROUND: This stretch of East Paris Avenue was rated both 3s and 4s on a scale of 10 in
2023, making it one of the lower-rated major streets in Kentwood. The project has been bid and
construction will occur this summer. It has been programmed for the lesser of $530,605 in federal
funds or 81.85% of construction through the Grand Valley Metro Council. The project consists of
milling off the existing 1% inches of asphalt and repaving with new asphalt. In addition, a section of
storm sewer will be repaired where DTE damaged it years ago. The successful bid for the project

was $618,255.

MDOT has committed a maximum of $530,605 in Federal Surface Transportation Program
Urban (STP-Urban) funding. The contract amounts listed below were prepared based on as-bid
costs. The City will be responsible for costs that exceed the federal share, plus all design and
construction engineering fees (already approved by the Commission). Bids for the project were
received by MDO'T on Friday, April 5.
