For the 30th consecutive year, Myrtle Beach has received the
Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting
from the Government Finance Officers Association.

“The Certificate of Achievement is the highest form
of recognition in the area of governmental accounting and
financial reporting, and the attainment represents a significant
accomplishment by a government and its management,” according
to the news release from the GFOA.

Each year, a public accounting
firm audits the city’s books according
to standards established by the
American Institute of Certified Public
Accountants and the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board. The
auditors have consistently said that
Myrtle Beach’s financial statements
present the city’s financial condition
in a manner that is fair in all material
respects, which is known as an
“unqualified opinion.”

To receive the Certificate of
Achievement, Myrtle Beach’s Comprehensive Annual Financial
Report (CAFR) has been judged by an impartial panel to meet
the GFOA’s highest standards and “spirit of full disclosure.” The
city’s financial management team has now received the award for
three consecutive decades, an outstanding record.

Robot lifeguards to the
rescue this summer

What’s four feet long, remote controled and
can save someone from drowning? It’s EMILY, a
new water safety rescue device coming to Myrtle
Beach ths year.

Thanks to financial support from the Myrtle
Beach Area Chamber of Commerce, the city
is purchasing four of these remote controlled
lifesaving robots at a total cost of $56,000.

The robots will be carried by Myrtle Beach
Fire Department EMS crews which are on the
beach every day and provide rescue services and
EMS care. The city has added additional EMS
crews to the beach every year for the past three
years to improve water safety and public service.

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Grant makes bulk recycling better

Myrtle Beach has expanded its bulk recycling options at the Solid
Waste Transfer Station on Mr. Joe White Avenue Extension. Thanks to
a $34,000 grant from the SC Department of Health and Environmental
Control, we have new recycling containers and can accept new materials.

In addition to electronic waste (computers, printers, monitors and
TVs) and scrap metal, the city now accepts clean scrap wood and used
tires at the Transfer Station. Of course, the city still offers curbside
pickup of recycling for our residential customers, but the new dropoff
containers make self-service much easier.

Recycling not only helps preserve natural resources and reclaim
valuable materials, but it also lowers the cost of disposal. The city
saves the tipping fee for every ton on waste that we keep out of the
landfill.
