Q Frequently Asked Questions

How should | prepare recyclables?
Recyclables must be empty and rinsed clean of food residue. Corrugated
cardboard boxes should be broken down into 2' max pieces.

What bins do | use?

Please use your own 35-gallon recycling bins. All recycling bins should be
labeled as “recycling” to reduce confusion with waste; Recycling bins are
available for purchase at the Town Hall for $12.50.

Can | put grocery bags into my recycling bin or place recyclables

in plastic bags?

No. Plastic bags of any kind are not accepted in recycling. To recycle grocery
bags, please bring them to a participating grocery or retail store.

How can | discard a large item?

The Town holds two bulky waste days per year, Memorial Day weekend and
Labor day weekend.
